IMPORTANT

The HYMAX Pro Series products are stab-on type couplings. Do not disassemble the product. DO NOT lubricate nor loosen the bolts.
DO NOT lubricate bolts and nuts. Bolts are pre-lubricated with a mag (molecular anti-galling) dry coating. Greasing bolts or nuts voids
manufacturer’s warranty.

Use a torque wrench to tighten the bolts. A torque wrench will assure a proper torque has been applied to the coupling.

Tighten bolts to the torque value provided on the label in one continuous step. HYMAX Pro products do not require a gradual increase of
torque over a specified period, nor do they require re-torque. The minimal torque requirements must be achieved prior to any recharging

of the line.

Make sure you have proper support for the pipes. The HYMAX Pro is not designed to carry the pipes’ weight.

For HDPE, pipe stiffeners or inserts are required.
